Metropolitan School District of Steuben County.

� The recipient of the scholarship must attend an accredited school within the boundaries of the 

United States. The program may vary from a one-year program upwards. Proof of acceptance 

is needed. 

� The main criteria that will be used in reviewing the applications is academic achievement, 

academic potential, general citizenship, and financial need. Other factors may be considered, 

but are not as important as those mentioned. 

 

Selection committee: 

� High school principal, guidance counselors, invited members of the faculty, and members of 

the SCCF Review Committee 

 

Miscellaneous: 

� The scholarship may be used for tuition, books, supplies, room & board, or other school-

related expenses. The award is sent to the school to be placed in the student’s account.  

� If the student fails to attend as planned, the college will be instructed to return the scholarship 

money to the Steuben County Community Foundation to be deposited in the Gerald J. Seagly 

Scholarship - MSD, or an alternate could be awarded the scholarship. 

� Modifications to the criteria above can be made at the request of the Metropolitan School
