Heights, Fremont, Hamilton or MSD of Steuben County

pursuing certification in the field of special education

e Selection shall be based on financial need and scholastic aptitude

e Student will attend an institution of higher education that has a program leading to

certification in special education, pursuing a bachelor’s degree

Selection committee:
e Family members will take an active role in the selection process and award presentation

e Representative(s) of the Steuben County Community Foundation Scholarship Committee

Miscellaneous:

e Scholarship may be used for tuition, room & board, fees, supplies, or any other class-
required expenses.

o If the student fails to attend as planned, the college or university will be instructed to
return the scholarship money to the Steuben County Community Foundation to be
deposited in the Kylee Anne Simons Scholarship Fund
